CONSTITUTION OF NORFOLK SHOW JUMPING CLUB

Agreed and adopted by members present at the 2010 Annual General Meeting

1. Title.  The club shall be known as the NORFOLK SHOW JUMPING CLUB.

2. Objects. The objects of the club shall be:   

To run jumping shows to maintain and improve the standard of British Showjumping in Norfolk 

3 Membership This shall consist of persons who have attained the age of seventeen years and who will then have full voting rights (and persons aged sixteen years and under for the junior section of the club, who will be able to give full voting rights to one parent) and, having been accepted by the committee, have paid the due subscription for the current period. The committee upon any person deemed by them to have rendered notable service to the club may confer honorary membership. 

4 The annual subscription, which shall be agreed at an AGM, shall be payable annually. Membership runs from 1st Jan to 31st Dec. Any member whose subscription is not paid by April shall have his/her name removed from the membership list after a written reminder has been sent to him/her.

 6 The Committee may expel from membership of the club any member who has breeched any of the rules of the club, or who has, in the opinion of the committee been guilty of any conduct derogatory to the character or prejudicial to the interest of the club, provided that before expelling him/her, the committee shall call upon him/her for an explanation of his/her conduct, and provide a proper opportunity of answering the allegations against him/her.

7 Administration The Committee  

a) All powers of management shall be vested in the committee consisting of the Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer and a minimum of five and a maximum of eleven more committee members. 50% shall form a quorum, including at least one office bearer. 

b) At the Annual General Meeting each year, one third of the committee (including the officials) shall stand down by rotation. Retiring members shall be eligible for re-election.

c) The existing chairperson will continue in the chair until the election of the Chairperson.
d) Candidates for election to the committee must be members of the Club and be proposed and seconded by members of the Club, they must be willing to serve on the committee, attend meetings and help at a minimum of three events.

e) The Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected from the committee at the AGM by the members. 

f) The decision of the committee shall be final unless overruled at a General Meeting.

g) The Committee shall be the sole authority for the interpretation of the rules and for anything relating to the club not provided therein and their decision shall be final and binding on all the members. 

h) The committee may formulate by-laws for the detailed running of the club and elect sub committees for any special activities of the club which the committee may authorise. 

g) The committee shall have the power to fill any casual vacancy amongst members of the committee, but any person so co-opted shall retain office only until the next following Annual General Meeting, and then shall be eligible for re-election.

8 The financial year of the club shall commence on the 1st October each year. The Hon. Treasurer will keep proper accounts and will submit an annual statement for approval of the Committee and afterwards for approval of the Club at the Annual General Meeting. Money will only be disbursed on instructions from the Committee.

10 The Annual General Meeting shall be held in November of each year to transact the following business: 

a) To receive and if approved to adopt a statement of the clubs accounts.

b) To elect a committee. To deal with any special matter which the committee may desire to bring to the members attention and to receive suggestions from the members for consideration by the committee. Notice convening the general meeting shall be sent to the members not less than fourteen days before the meeting and shall specify the matters to be dealt with. 

c) Non-members are welcome to attend the AGM, but are not eligible to vote.

11 A special general meeting may be called by the committee, or by a request signed by not less than ten members specifying the business to be discussed. The secretary shall give all members ten days notice of the date of such meeting and shall specify in such notice matters to be dealt with at the meeting.

12 The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to or the non-receipt of a notice of a meeting by any members shall not invalidate the proceedings of the meeting.

14 These rules may be added to, repealed or amended by resolution at any Annual or Special General Meeting, provided that no such resolution shall be deemed to have been passed unless carried by a majority of at least two thirds of the members present, and voting thereon, and provided that prior notice has been sent to all the members stating the proposed amendment.

15 Members shall be subject to the rules of British Showjumping at all club events. 

16 In the event of dissolution of the club monies may be equally divided between various equine related charities as decided by the committee.
